{Basic Policy for Admission Selection

Oln accordance with the Admission Policy stated above, the entrance examination will be evaluated
comprehensively based on a written English exam, an oral examination regarding the research plan, the
Master’s thesis, and a record of research achievements. The English examination is used to assess
fundamental academic skills, such as the ability to read and interpret English literature required to
complete the doctoral program, or basic communication skills needed to present research results. In the
oral examination, candidates will deliver a presentation on their research plan related to Health-Related
Quality of Life (Health QOL). Through the oral examination, Master’s thesis, and research records, we
evaluate the candidate’s motivation to conduct autonomous research, their depth of specialized knowledge
in nursing, and their commitment to leading the development of social systems aimed at health and
longevity to determine their eligibility for the program.
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O Implementation of Educational Methods under Article 2-2 or Article 14

of the Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools
1. Period of Study

The standard period of study for the Doctoral Program is three years. However, in order to support the
employment of working professional enrollees, a long-term study system is introduced in accordance with
Article 34 of the Kagawa University Graduate School Regulations, following the special provisions on
educational methods stipulated in Article 14 of the Standards for Establishment of Graduate Schools.
Students who are granted permission to use the long-term study system upon application may extend their
period of study to four years, within which they must earn the required credits and complete their doctoral
dissertation.

2. Curriculum and Research Guidance Methods

Students wishing to utilize the long-term study system must consult thoroughly with their research
supervisors regarding their curriculum and research guidance before enrollment. Furthermore, research
supervisors shall provide as much support as possible to ensure that students can continue their studies
without leaving their jobs.

Regarding the methods for course registration, specific explanations will be provided during the
orientation at the time of enrollment. Additionally, special measures for classes (held from 18:30 to 21:40)
will be established to allow for course completion outside of working hours. Research guidance will
proceed using appropriate methods selected in consultation with the research supervisor, including the use
of specific time slots such as evenings or Saturdays, or through the use of email and online video calls over
the internet.

3. Method of Course Implementation

Lectures will be conducted during the special measure class hours (18:30 to 21:40) or scheduled on
Saturdays. As seminars need to be conducted off-campus, the dates and times will be set by coordinating
in advance with the student, the faculty member in charge, and the host institution to allow for the
adjustment of working hours. Furthermore, research guidance will be coordinated between the research
supervisor and the student, utilizing the student’s days off or other available times. In addition, a system
will be established to provide appropriate guidance even from off-campus locations using email and online
video calls over the internet.

As the admission capacity for the Doctoral Program is two students, the timetable will not be divided
between general students and students under the Article 14 special measures; instead, classes will be
implemented in consideration of individual circumstances, such as the student’s employment status.

4. Outline of Admission Selection

Enrollees in the Doctoral Program must possess the critical thinking skills and wealth of knowledge that

satisfy the Admission Policy. Therefore, admission selection will be conducted without distinction from

general students.

2 Research Fields (Area)

This Doctoral Program establishes a single field of study: "Health-Creation Nursing."

"Health-Creation Nursing" is defined as an academic discipline that creates and explores healthcare solutions
capable of addressing health issues in real-world society. To build a mutual-support society that sustains and
protects the health of people across all life stages, this discipline places nursing at its core while incorporating
insights from health-related academic fields to address health challenges arising in people’s lives and experiences.
It is defined as a field that explores "Health Innovation" related to: (1) the development of care that enhances the
health potential of individuals and groups, (2) technological innovation to maintain higher health standards, and

(3) health education for the general public and all individuals.

3 Eligibility

(1) Persons who hold a Master’s degree or a professional degree, and those expected to be awarded such a degree
by March 2027.
